Rugby – New car park arrives but at high cost

Relief at last for rail passengers looking for car parking as the new multi-storey in Mill Road finally opens on 1st September. 

Rugby Rail Users Group (RRUG) understands that a new barrier entry/exit system will be in place at all three station car parks, and that the temporary area on the cattle market site will close. 

However, the new car park will come at a price. RRUG Chairperson, Stephanie Clifford, said, “September will see daily parking rates rise by £1 to £7, which is more than the price of a return ticket to Birmingham”. 

One commuter pointed out that the price of an annual car parking season ticket will rise even more.  He stated “My car parking charge at Rugby station will rise in September from £655 to £858 for an annual season ticket. This is an increase of 31% which seems excessive in any climate, let alone the current one”. Meanwhile, at the bottom of Railway Terrace business seems to be booming for a privately-run guarded car park charging just £3 a day.

Stephanie added, “at a time when the government has announced that rail fares are set to fall in line with inflation, RRUG members are asking how large increases in parking charges can be justified. I expect this to be at the top of the agenda when RRUG members meet the chief of Virgin Trains at our meeting on September 23rd”.
