Rugby station car park wars – 
The empire strikes back!
A new round of hostilities has opened in the “car park wars” around Rugby train station. The price of parking at the “official” Virgin Trains’ car parks has been reduced by 35% to £4.50 per day. This reduction undercuts the rival Ponder car park in Mill Road by 50p and makes the £7m multi-storey car park the cheapest in the area. The reduction applies from August 2010 onwards.
Other changes recently have seen the lookalike road signs for the Ponder car park having their National Rail logos removed, apparently due to breach of copyright. The replica indicators on the signs which are fixed to always state “SPACES” [available] remain in place.

RRUG Chair Stephanie Clifford said “The Virgin Trains car park is very swish, but the previous price of £7 per day was a big ask for commuters in these straitened times. Now that Virgin has undercut its rivals, it looks like a case of “the empire strikes back”. This radical reduction in prices is welcome, and it may make up for some of the increases in train fares which we have seen.”
