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                                 RRUG press release -Timetable changes at Rugby
Rugby Rail Users Group (RRUG) is marking the end of a 150-year rail connection between Rugby and Scotland next week, as the much anticipated new train timetable starts on Monday 15th December. 
In the new timetable direct trains between Rugby and Preston/Lancaster/Scotland will cease to operate. There will also be major alterations and some improvements to all other train times at Rugby. The last of the regular trains to Glasgow departs Rugby at 6.08pm on Friday 12th December. 
RRUG Chair Stephanie Clifford said
 “the severing of the direct link to the Lake District and Scotland is something we resisted but to no avail. Rugby station will now simply be a blur on the non-stop journey from London to Warrington and the loss of this service will come as a bitter blow”. 

RRUG will continue to campaign for the restoration of these services and is already involved in the early stages of consultation for the next big timetable change in 2014. 
Some members of the RRUG committee will be raising a dram of whisky on Friday 12th to mark the end of an era for Rugby’s Scottish travellers.
